« Flu Vaccinations — Horses must have been vaccinated to comply with the requirements of the primary course (1st vaccine and then 2nd
vaccination 21-92 days later) followed by the first booster (150-215 days) and all subsequent boosters. Horses may compete having received the
primary course and prior to the first booster but not within 7 days of arriving at the show. PLEASE NOTE HORSES MUST HAVE BEEN
VACCINATED WITHIN 12 MONTHS BEFORE THE SHOW BUT NOT LESS THAN 7 DAYS OF ARRIVING AT THE SHOW.
