GENERAL SHOW RULES:  

1) The judge's decision is final. 
2) Entry fees must be prior to the closing date and unpaid entries will be withdrawn 
from the show. If we have contacted you for additional information but have not 
heard back by the closing time - horses name, ages, collages to be made, or any other 
questions, your entries will also be withdrawn. 
3) All entrants must have permission of the horse's owner, if not owned by them, to 
enter. 
4) All photos/videos must be taken between 23 January 2021 and 14 February 2021. 
No watermarked images can be used. All professional photographs must have the 
photographer's permission to be used.  
5) No images that have been edited to change the main subject of the photo can be 
used, unless specified in the schedule. Cropping of images is allowed.  
6) The British Palomino Society reserves the right to deny entry to a class  
7) The British Palomino Society strongly recommends that appropriate safety 
equipment should be worn at all times. Judges may look unfavourably on entries 
depicting behaviour they feel is unsafe. 
8) International entries are permitted, but there will be an additional charge, if placed 
for prize cards to be sent out.  
9) The British Palomino Society is not responsible for any loss or damage caused to 
place cards in transit.  
10) Video entries must have their privacy set to public.  
11) Entries to The British Palomino Society Dressage and In-hand Show may  appear in 
the public domain by entering you are accepting this condition.  
12) You must have sought permission of ALL people appearing in a photo/video to 
enter it. If ANYONE is aged under 18 year- explicit parental permission must be 
sought.

DRESSAGE CLASSES – To be judged in week 
commencing 15 February 2021. 
 
Classes will be split Juniors/Seniors if entries warrant. 
 
Traditional competition dress is not necessary, Valentine’s fancy dress encouraged but 
all participants must still wear compliant hard hats and boots.   
 
To be judged under British Dressage standard rules – ie snaffles only and no martingales.

     Special to highest placed BPS member competing on a registered Palomino.
