Information relating to Exhibitors and their animals may be provided to
DEFRA, Trading Standards, Animal and Plant Health Agency (APHA) British Cattle Movement
Service (BCMS), SAC, Breed Societies, County Councils, Veterinary Advisors and others who
have regulatory access.

No late entries — The Chief Executive has strict instructions not to accept any entries received
after the respective closing date: Monday 16 August 2021, unless otherwise stated within the
individual section.

All classes are open with no radius restriction, unless otherwise stated.

All exhibitors agree to abide by Rules and Conditions quoted by submitting their Official Entry Form.
The Judging of all Classes will commence at the stated times.

ANIMAL IDENTIFICATION/CERTIFICATES

No animal will be allowed in any Ring unless the proper numbered card is appropriately attached.
Show Numbers — issued with exhibitors passes or available for collection within the section.

Walkways must not be obstructed and exhibitors are to keep individual areas clear.

CATTLE IDENTIFICATION:

Full details of date of birth and earmark (UK Number or equivalent) must
be supplied for all animals in cattle classes, including calves which
accompany their mother.

Passports are required for all cattle. Exhibitors are responsible for compliance
with any DEFRA Animal Health regulations in force at the time of the Show.

TB Testing — all exhibitors will require a clear pre-movement TB test prior to
attending, including those from a 4-year testing parish. Certificates are
required on arrival or submitted in advance. For general information on pre and
post movement testing, please see the Defra website: www.defra.gov.uk/animal-
diseases/a-z/bovine-tb/animal-keepers/testing/. Westmorland County Show is

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located in a Low Risk Area (LRA) and post movement testing therefore does
not apply. Contact the Show office if further information is required.

CATTLE CLASSES:
All bulls over 2 years old should be attended by two persons. Exhibitors
should be familiar with HSE Guidance Note AIS35 re the handling of bulls.

White smocks worn during judging shall be unmarked. Exhibitors requested to be
of smart appearance, dress code as specified by the respective breed societies.

All stock forward should be halter trained.

The Society reserves the right to refuse entry to the Showground/cattle rings
to any animal deemed not fit to be shown.

Substitutions only permitted in the same class.

Only pre-entered animals are allowed to compete in pairs/groups
classes. No entries permitted on the day.

Any Cattle Class may be split, or amalgamated, at the discretion of the Chief
Cattle Steward.

In the event that any section has fewer than 10 entries, with less than 3
exhibitors, entries may be transferred to the Any Other Breed section(s).

Any Section that has only one exhibitor, who may have entered stock in all or
some of the classes in that Section, may be cancelled and if so the
appropriate entry fees returned in full to the exhibitor.

ANTI TAMPERING

The Society reserves the right to Blood Test animals. Offending animals will be disqualified. Any artificial contrivance
or device of any description found on or proved to have been used on an animal at any time whilst that animal is in
the Showground, either for preventing the flow of milk or for any other improper purpose, will disqualify that animal
from being awarded a prize, and any prize awarded prior to discovery will be forfeited. The Instigator or The Owner of
the said animal may be prohibited from again entering Stock for any of the Society’'s Shows, for such period as the
Committee may see fit. For the purpose of this Regulation, the term ‘improper practice’ shall be held to include setting
of teats, and generally any other practice including tampering or of their own or any other animal by the exhibitor or
any other person which results in the animals being shown other than in a natural state, and the Society reserves the
right to have all animals inspected by the Society’s Veterinary Officers, either prior to, during, or after judging. The
Society will not tolerate the administration to show exhibits (entered either for competition or sale/demonstration) of
tranquillisers or other drugs which may in any way affect the performance of the animal in question to have the effect
of making it behave in the show ring in a manner which is not natural. The Society reserves the right to take any
necessary samples.

Any Person or Exhibitor (or his representative) who is found to have administered or permitted the administration of
any such tranquilliser or drugs to any Show exhibit will be reported to the Management Committee, and dealt with at
their discretion. In addition the matter will be referred to the appropriate Breed Society or Organisation. Objections
must be submitted in written format on the form provided with a deposit of £50. A form can be obtained from the
Secretary’s office. On completion the form should be personally handed to the Chief Cattle Steward or a member of
staff in the Secretary’s office. If, on investigation, the objection is not sustained to the satisfaction of the Committee,
the sum thus deposited shall, at the discretion of the Committee, be forfeited to the funds of the Society. All objections
must be lodged on the same day as the alleged incident occurred in accordance with the objection regulations, and
no objection will be SUBSEQUENTLY received, unless a reason, satisfactory to the Committee be assigned for the
delay.

Ewery subacriber of £30.00 a year and upwards may
apply to be a Membser of the Bociety. Subscriptiona
shall become dus 1 April and paid by Show Day in
each year, and any peraon whose application has not
bean approved ashall not be entitled to vote at amy
masting. Mo member shall be allowed to withdrew his
name without giving notice in writing to the Chisf
Exscutive of his intention to do so previoua to tha 1
December in each year

All conditiona of compstition framed by the Committes
shall be as binding as thess Rules, providing the aams
be in no way at variance therewith.

When a Premium or Prize is offered for any animal
without ewpressing that it be in the hande of the
Breader such animal shall have besn the bona fide
property of the Exhibitor and located upon their
premisea for a period of not leaa than three calendar
montha immediately preceding the Show Day. Horees,
sheep and pige excepted.

Mo person (ewcept in the case of a son succeeding hia
father, a widow her huaband) shall be admitted to claim
for the best mamaged farm untl he has been in bona
fide occupation of such farm for three years at least.
The Inspectora in making their awards shall hawve
apecial regard to the improvementa made by the Tenant
aa distinguiahed from thoss mads by the Landlord.

If a peracn shall obtain a First Prize in any of the Farma
and Stocke classes (clasass 1 - 11) for two consscutive
yeara, ha shall not ke entitled to compate again for
the sarme Prize in the year immediately succesding the
date of the sscond ewsard; and whenever such peraon
ahall again becoms a competitor, the inapsectora shall
direct their attention particularly to the improvements
made onthe farm during the last two years.

The word ‘Farm’ shall mean the entire holding or
holdings of the compstitor, being seither propristary
occupier or tenant, when lying together or farmed from
the same homestead, excluaive of woods, reads, rivera
and high-ling grounds not adapted for ploughing, and
whather or not farmed undsr different landlorda or hald
under differant agresmeants.

M.B. Inaarmuch as it is impoasibls to frame thies Aule so
aa to mest evary cass, the Committes shall have power,
in the event of disputs to decide each case on ita own
merita, but in accordance as far as possible with the
true imtent and epiit of thie Rule, and their decisiors
ahall ba final.

Ary member knowingly making any falss entry, or
octherwize attempting to imposs on the SBociety, shall
not be allowsd to continue as a member
